Masses this week: Next Wednesday is Ash Wednesday. Masses will be at

6.30am and at also at 9am to allow St Joseph’s school to mark the beginning of Lent.

Lenten fast and abstinence. Lent is a penitential season of prayer, self-denial and
helping others. Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fast and abstinence
from meat. The law of fasting binds those from 18 to 60; the law of abstinence
binds those who are 14 or older. As we imitate our Saviour, we confront our own
human weakness and remind ourselves of the brevity of life and our need for
salvation which only comes through imitation of Christ.
